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For participants who transition from nursing homes in the Money Follows the 
Person (MFP) program, there may
 soon be MFP demonstration services available.  The demonstration services, 
administered
 through Missouri Assisti
ve Technology, will help with
 providing
 assistive technology, related
 equipment and devices when other opt
ions are not available.  A
 key pur
pose is to help agencies 
explore and identify assistive technology that can help an MFP participant to successfully live in his or her community
. 
Demonstration services include:
Assistive Technology (AT)
Environmental Accessibility Accommodations (EAA)
Vehicle Access Modifications (VM)
Key Points to remember: 
The service must be needed to allow an individual to successfully transition to the community or for the individual to remain in the community.
Consumers must be MFP program participants and the
 service must be accessed prior to the end of
 the first year (365 day) transition period. 
Demonstration services are only for the above stated categories and the maximum expenditure cannot exceed $5,000.
Funds are only available when no other funding source is available, or when other funding sources are inadequate.
